At Wilton CE Primary school children’s learning and the growth of every member of our community is central to all that we do. We seek to foster a love of learning to enable everyone to realise their full potential. Wilton is a school where all are welcome and everyone has a true sense of belonging. All members of the community are encouraged to develop their own spirituality and respect the beliefs of others. Everyone has a voice that is listened to and, when appropriate, acted upon. We have high aspirations for ourselves and for everyone in our community. Wilton is a school where the term 'impossible' never goes unchallenged.

SEND
Intent
At Wilton Primary School, our intention for Special Educational Needs and/or Disabilities (SEND) is to ensure that all children receive a high-quality and ambitious education regardless of need or disability. We believe that it is vital that our pupils are equipped with the tools needed to become independent, resilient learners with a love of learning. We ensure that all children have access to a broad and balanced curriculum which is tailored as needed to the individual needs of all pupils and to enable children to meet their full potential.  We regularly monitor the progress of children with SEND, using a child-centred approach and will provide good quality and relevant training for all staff members supporting children with SEND.

Implementation
[bookmark: _GoBack]At Wilton Primary School, every teacher is a teacher of SEND. Inclusion runs through every area of the school, in collaboration with parents and most importantly the child.  Pupils with SEND will be included in all aspects of school life.  They will be respected and their contributions valued and acknowledged.  They will be provided with quality first teaching, adapted to meet their needs, to enable them to access the wider curriculum.  Children may have specific 1:1 or small group pre-teaching or intervention to support their learning, including social and emotional support interventions such as ELSA, Play Therapy, mentoring, Thrive or alternative provisions outside school.  Staff will work alongside external agencies such as an Educational Psychologist, Speech and Language Therapist, Behaviour Support Service and Specialist SEND Services to develop specific targets/programmes tailored to the child’s individual needs.

Impact
The anticipated impact is that children will feel happy, safe and respected, and show high levels of engagement and resilience.  They will make good progress against their starting points and will leave Wilton Primary School well prepared and ready to learn in the next stage of their education.  They will be prepared for life and the challenges that they may face.
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
